Edge marker posts shall be provided as directed by the Engineer and in compliance with
Standard Specification clae 2008.

2009 RUMBLE STRIPS

Where directed by the Engineer, the Contractor shall provide, place, trim, shape and
compact to line and level asphalt concrete rumble strips on the finished shoulders. This
shall be done to the satisfaction of the Engineer

2010 BOLLARDS

Where directed by the Engineer, the Contractor shall provide, and install 150mm
diameter steel encased bollards. The Bollards shall be concreted 300mm into the ground
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2011

and 900mm above the ground, they shall be painted and marked wigtrigoof retro
reflective yellow tape around the post. Concrete shall be class 15/20.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

Road reserve boundary posts

Road reserve boundary posts shall be measured by the number erected

Permanent road signs

Pemanent road signs shall be measured by the number of each particular size
erected.

Road marking

Road markings in yellow or white material shall be measured in square metres calculated
as the plan area painted.

Road Studs

Road studs shall be memsd by the number of each particular size erected.
Guardrail

Guardrail shall be measured by the metre as the length of the guardrail constructed.
Kerbs

Kerbs shall be measured by the metre as the length of kerb constructed

SECTION 22-DAYWORKS

2202 MEASUREMENTS AND PAYMENT

(a) Plant

Where items of major plant listed in the schedule of Day works are specified by type
(e.g. Concrete mixer etc.) the power rating if such items of plant are provided by the
Contractor shall not be lower than thewer ratings of such plant manufactured within

the last two years prior to the date of BID. Any item of major plant employed upon
Dayworks that has a power rating lower than specified above shall be paid for at rates
lower than those in the scheduleDdyworks. The reduction in the rate payable shall be

in proportion to the reduction in power rating below that specified above.

SECTION 23: CONCRETE PAVING BLOCKS

This works shall consist of providing, laying and fixing of concrete paving blocks and
concrete paving slabs on a sand base on the driveway and walkways and other areas as
directed by the Engineer.

a. Concrete Paving Blocks

The paving blocks shall be of type S of any shape fitting within a 295 mm square
coordinating space and a work esithickness of at least 30 mm. The blocks shall
confirm to the requirements of BS 6717: Pt. 1:1986 or Kenya standard equivalent.

The laying shall be broken at intervals of 50 m by concrete ribs of class 25 concrete.

The blocks shall be laid on a 4Gmminimum sand base whose specifications are as in
section (b) of this specification.

b. Sand for Sand Base

Sand used as bedding for paving blocks and slabs shall be natural sand either pit or river
sand. The grading shall conform and be parallehash as possible to KSG295 Parts

1 &2: 1984 for zones 1,2 or 3. The other requirements shall be as specified in section
1703 (c ) of Standard Specifications.

c. Measurement and Payment

Payment for paving blocks and paving slabs shall be by squatre laid. The rate
guoted would include the cost of haulage to site of the blocks, slabs and sand, as no extra
payment shall be made for haulage
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
